The Public Design Festival is a public-friendly event that
promotes the role and importance of public design and
invites the public to imagine a better world. The festival
collaborates with public design locations nationwide
that spearhead changes in cities and society across
various fields—cultural facilities, public spaces, urban
architecture, and commercial spaces—and presents
diverse public design content that caters to a wide
range of interests.

The Public Design Festival began in 2022, centered
around Seongsu-dong, Seoul, in collaboration with

101 public design locations across the country. Since
2023, the festival has expanded its regional scope
through the annual selection of a Regional Partnership
City. Following Busan in 2023 and Daejeon in 2024, the
2025 festival highlighted public design initiatives in
collaboration with Gwangju Metropolitan City.

In 2025, a total of 206 public design locations
participated in this festival, further expanding its
scale. Each hub led its own programs that represented
the unique identity of its region. This offered more
opportunities for residents to participate in and enjoy
the festival, reinforcing its significance as the public
design festival made by all.

With a cumulative number of visitors reaching 1.33
million over the past four years, the Public Design
Festival has grown into the only nationwide public
design event in Korea. It continues to develop as a
platform for sharing the social role and future of public
design.
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Brand Identity
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The festival’s identity employs symbols and colors

that are easily recognizable across ages and cultural
backgrounds. Using blue, red, and yellow to enhance
visibility, the design symbolizes the Public Design
Festival’s vision for a better future. Forward-pointing
arrows convey progress and aspiration, while circles
represent community and unity. Together, these
elements visually interpret the Korean word “33&”
(public), with new design features introduced each year
to emphasize the festival's theme.

The Public Design Festival 2025 designated Gwangju as the Regional Partnership
City, and highlighted creative urban regeneration cases with 36 public design
locations centered on Gwangju Folly. “Folly” generally refers to a decorative
structure with no function, but Gwangju Folly serves as a public space, facility and
artwork that carries various symbols and messages, unveiling the city’s identity
and also bringing cultural vitality to underdeveloped areas.

During the festival, Gwangju hosted the Public Design Forum under the theme
“Public Design for the Future,” featuring 15 speakers from Korea and abroad.
Through tours and educational programs, participants visited the Gwangju Follies
and experienced firsthand how public design can shape the city. In addition, four
follies—View Folly, Communication Hut, Breathing Folly, and Eco Hanok—offered
programs grounded in the unique messages of each space, allowing participants
to naturally experience and better understand the meanings behind the follies.
